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· Listen to Chris Silard’s message, “Beholding is Becoming” from this Summer’s Youth Retreat (on the Redeemed 2:14 website: http://www.gracecommunity.ws/Redeemed ) Read 2 Corinthians 3:7-18

· Monthly corporate meetings will address particular areas of “becoming”

· The following two caregroup meetings will discuss and apply each month

· Focus tonight is “accountability.” Be amazed that God is giving you a desire to be accountable! That’s a testimony of His power at work within you!

· What is “accountability”

· Dictionary = : The state of being accountable; liability to be called on to render an account; the obligation to bear the consequences for failure to perform as expected; accountableness.

· I’m primarily accountable to God, not to my friends, or even my parents.

Point #1: Accountability Includes Confessing Sins

a. Why some models of accountability don’t work

b. I have to see my offense against God

c. Help each other see what’s going on in our hearts

d. Galatians 5:17  says: “For the desires of the flesh are against the Spirit, and the desires of the Spirit are against the flesh, for these are opposed to each other, to keep you from doing the things you want to do.”
e. Don’t wait for others to “discover” your sin. Come prepared to get help. James 5:16 says “Therefore confess your sins to one another.”

f. Get help where you might be deceived. “The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately sick; who can understand it?” Jeremiah 17:9

Point #2: Accountability Includes Encouragement

a. “Fellowship Group” is a better term than “Accountability Group”

b. Remind each other of the grace already there – even in the desire to fight sin!

c. Remind each other of the forgiveness from God at the cost of His Son’s death on the cross

d. Don’t ever let a friend leave a conversation being more aware of their own sin than of the amazing grace of God in their life.

e. In short, preach the Gospel to each other

Point #3: Accountability as a Teenager

a. Your primary “fellowship partner” is your Dad or Mom

b. There should be nothing you share with each other that isn’t first known to your parents

c. As you reach adulthood, seek your parents’ guidance in who to fellowship with.

d. Meet in groups that include your friends and parents.

e. Maturity isn't defined by "I don't need mom & dad anymore."

f. The transition is from "I have to do this!" to "I get to do this" – that’s the measure of maturity.
