SUMMARY

1. The Sabbath was established in the law of Moses as a covenant sign for the people of Israel.
2. Jesus claimed to have fulfilled the Sabbath and proclaimed himself to be the Lord of the Sabbath.

3. The apostolic treatment of the Sabbath was that it was permissible to practice it, but not required, because it was part of the Old Covenant and the real Sabbath rest was found in faith in Christ, and so there was no such thing as the Christian Sabbath.  

4. The early church met weekly on the first day of the Jewish 7 day week, accepting that cycle and pattern of a time of worship in celebration of the risen Christ, calling it the Lord’s Day.
